The winners are awarded certificates and ribbons.

Fach
club 1s requested to judge at least one competition each year. The
slide competitions are held in the fall with a November 1 deadline;
the print competitions are held in the spring with an April 15 dead-
line. Digital image competitions are held m both fall and spring,
with the same deadlines as the others.
